3. Absence of the above factors would gradually make the children
" isolated from the mainstream, and they would cringe from the
mainstream and shun it even after they are highly educated. This
unfortunate situation ultimately would render their education
purposeless and our efforts useless for the overall good and
development of a just society where every member of the society
would live in dignity and without stigma.

4, Individual supporters can fight for the children if the children
become victims due to misuse of precious funds meant for them
or for any internal administrative mismangement in the institution.
Funding agencies, igstead of taking up the cause of the children,
simply stop funds branding the “problem” in the institution as
internal matters of the culprit institution and withdraw their support.
{(Whatever happened in Johnson Orsim Home of Ranaghat in the
Year 1999-2000 is a burning example of such sad happenings).

5. Overall support built on Individuals' empathy, love and

' understanding will remain stable even if some members decide
to stop their support whereas in casa of any withdrawal by funding
agency would play havoe on the institution.
